Standing committees of the Council shall consist of the AI Affairs Committee, the Diversity and Affirmative Action Committee, the Agenda Committee, the Budgetary Affairs Committee, the Constitution and Rules Committee, the Distributed Education Committee, the Educational Policies Committee, the External Relations Committee, the Faculty Affairs Committee, the Foundation Relations Committee, the Fringe Benefits Committee, the Library Committee, the Merger / Reorganization / Elimination Committee, the Nomination Committee, the Research Affairs Committee, the Student Academic Appointee Affairs Committee, the Student Affairs Committee, and the Technology Policy Committee.
14.A.iv. The Agenda Committee shall assign items proposed for Council consideration to the AI Affairs Committee, the Diversity and Affirmative Action Committee, the Budgetary Affairs Committee, the Constitution and Rules Committee, the Distributed Education Committee, the Educational Policies Committee, the External Relations Committee, the Faculty Affairs Committee, the Foundation Relations Committee, the Fringe Benefits Committee, the Library Committee, the Long-Range Planning Committee, the Merger / Reorganization / Elimination Committee, the Nomination Committee, the Research Affairs Committee, the Student Academic Appointee Affairs Committee, the Student Affairs Committee, and the Technology Policy Committee. Assignment to a particular committee shall be guided by the subject categories suggested by their names, which are purposely broad enough to cover most matters that might be brought to the Council. The committees shall consider the proposals and advise the Council as to their appropriate disposition.
