Now that I've begun my graduate career at
Washington State University, I've come to
appreciate even more the education that |
received from Indiana University. As it turns out,
many of my IU biology classes fulfill requirements in
my graduate program. As a consequence, | don't
have to take such courses as virology, medical
microbiology, or a graduate level techniques
course (thanks to lab courses such as Dr. Miriam
Zolan's M485). And, those classes that | do have to
take are much easier to handle. For example, Dr.
Gary Janssen's Microbial Physiology lab has been
helpful in lecture courses and in my teaching
assignments. Having taken Dr. Carl Bauer's
Microbial Molecular Genetics course is proving
invaluable this spring semester, as I'm taking an
almost identical course.

Probably the thing that | most value from IU is the lab
experience that | received as an undergraduate in
L490.
