Committee Reports
Financial Assistance Forms

Rita reported on the plaque that currently is displayed in the HR showcase.  It says, “Recognizing these dedicated Support Staff Employees with 10 or more years of service to the University.”  The names on the plaque currently are Etta Simmons, Fredd Sheagley, Josephine Wilson, & Elaine Briggs.  Discussion.  It was suggested that either we (1) change the wording to “retirees” or (2) do away with the plaque altogether.  Marsha suggested that a committee be formed to work with HR to gather the names from 2004 forward of those who have retired.  Vice President Oleatha will lead the committee, and Cathy A. & Tara will assist.

Many people go to the Washington roadside to smoke.  The Smoking Committee passed a rule that IUK would be a total “smoke-free” campus.  It was also suggested that if we see someone smoking, we should contact Security and let them handle it.

Water Update

Shirley ordered a half-pallet for $496.72.  The Committee will ask for help.  Anna volunteered her husband’s truck to pick up the half-pallet.  Marsha stated that Alumni Relations donated the leftover bottles of water from last year and we will give these to the faculty that participate in the graduation ceremony.  Shirley will get a specific pick-up day & time from GFS.  It was also suggested that we have two water stations this year for selling water to the public.
