Committee Report:  The Budget Committee will meet on March 4th to discuss several requests that have come in for Staff Council money.

Plaque in Showcase:  Chad Gillem talked with Marsha about updating the plaque for retired Staff Council members.  Several have retired and their names are not displayed (Lester Payne, Nancy Cass, Janie Shurr, Etta Mae Simmons, etc.)  Terri Butler will contact Human Resources to get the updated list.   

Additional Scholarship:  Eva talked with Cheryl Currens about adding an additional Staff Council scholarship.  Cheryl said that would not be a problem.  The Scholarship Committee members are Linda Bielewicz, Anna Aichele, and Eva.  After much discussion, it was suggested that we add a summer scholarship for $250 each session beginning Summer 2010.  (Only SS-II for 2009 because of the lateness.)   Linda will meet with the committee and write their recommendation, and bring it back to Staff Council.  Kathy wants to make sure that the Office of Communication and Marketing is contacted so Staff Council can receive recognition for the additional scholarship.
