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1970s

William F. “Will” Shortz, BA’74, has
donated a collection of more than 20,000
puzzle books and magazines to IU. His col-
lection includes the first American crossword
puzzle, printed in the Sunday supplement of
the now-defunct New York World in 1913.
After the puzzle ran, the paper made cross-
words a weekly feature. Some of Shortz’s
puzzles are several centuries old, such as a
1545 collection of riddles published in Lat-
in. Shortz has donated his collection to the
Lilly Library, which already hosts the world’s
largest collection of mechanical puzzles. The
Lilly Library’s staft even includes a cura-

tor of puzzles. As a student at IU, Shortz
crafted his own major around the study of
riddles, crosswords, and brainteasers becom-
ing the only student to graduate from IU
with a degree in “enigmatology.” He is the
crossword puzzle editor for The New York
Times and the puzzlemaster on National
Public Radio’s Sunday Puzzle. Shortz lives
in Pleasantville, N.Y.
